Woodland Youth Council Access Mini-Grant
Questions and Answers

What is the Access Mini-Grant program?

The purpose of this fund is to assist Woodland youth in overcoming the financial barrier to participation in many youth development activities.  The goal is to provide more access to positive activities that currently exist in our community.  In some cases, the Access Mini-Grant can pay for part of the activity participation fees with the expectation that the family will pay the balance through other resources.

Which activities qualify for a Mini-grant?


Sports activities, camping or socialization activities, arts and cultural activities, educational activities, youth development training opportunities, community service projects, transportation to activities and other activities that are deemed appropriate for funding by the Woodland Youth Council Executive Committee (leaders in a grassroots youth organization) and the Woodland Coalition for Youth (a community-based partnership of the Woodland Youth Council and adults).
Who may apply for a grant?


Only youth ages 10 to 17 are eligible to apply.  However, priority is placed on youth ages 10 to 15.  Only youth that are students of Woodland Joint Unified School District may apply (proof of attendance is required).  Only youth may fill out and submit the application; adults are not be allowed to submit the application on behalf of youth.


Eligible youth must be from a household where their parent(s) and/or guardian(s) do not make more than 210% of the established income at the most current federal poverty level, depending on household size, provided annually by the U.S. Department of Health & Human Services (see the 2007 table below):

How do youth apply for a grant?

Youth must complete the application form by filling in all requested information. Assistance can be provided by WC4Y members or staff if they request it.

What is the process to receive a mini-grant?


Youth may submit applications to the Woodland Coalition for Youth Training Coordinator either by mail or in person.  Applicants must write a half-page, single-spaced paragraph explaining how he or she anticipates benefiting from involvement in the activity relevant to the application.  Applicants may be asked to participate in a personal interview at the discretion of the Executive Committee.


Upon approval of the application, a check shall be made out to the agency providing the activity, not to the applicant.  Awards shall be made on a monthly basis.  Applications shall be returned if they are incomplete or any required information is missing.  Late applications may be resubmitted for consideration.


They shall be reviewed at the Woodland Youth Council Executive Committee meeting immediately preceding the first Woodland Youth Council meeting of each month.  The Executive Committee shall then make a recommendation to the entire Woodland Youth Council, who shall act on the recommendation at its next scheduled meeting.  Notification shall be provided in writing within one week of approval.  A check shall be issued to the relevant agency within one week of notification.

What is the deadline?


To receive a grant by the end of a given month, applications are due on the first of that month (or the next business day) by 5 p.m. at the Yolo Family Resource Center (ATTN: Rogelio Villagrana, Youth Training Coordinator), located at 409 Lincoln Avenue, Woodland, CA  95695. They may also be e-mailed at rvillagrana@yolofrc.org.
How much money is available?


The request for funds must be between $30 and $100.  In-kind contributions shall not be matched; however, partial fee waivers are eligible for matching.  Youth may receive no more than one award per fiscal year (July-June).

Is there anything youth must do after receiving funds?

Upon completion of the activity, youth must inform the Youth Council of the results of their involvement, including how they benefited and whether they would recommend that other youth be funded to participate in the same activity.  Youth who fail to complete this requirement shall not be allowed to apply in the future until this requirement is completed.

Is there anything youth cannot use the money for?


Grant funds may not be used for college-related expenses, activities that are in conflict with the vision or goals of the Woodland Coalition for Youth or the Woodland Youth Council, or for any organization that discriminates on the basis of sex, national origin, language, sexual orientation, creed, religion or disability.
